When is the camp?  Saturday 14th to Saturday 21st August 2010. 

Where is the camp?:  Broadleas Camping & Training Centre, Haytor, Devon, where we camped in 2008.  The site is the BB’s West of England District training centre and is set within the Dartmoor National Park.  It offers a varied selection of possible activities.  Please see http://broadleas.boys-brigade.org.uk for details of the site and the activities that could be offered.

What are the facilities?  We will be camping under canvas in large ridge tents, but using indoor facilities for toilets, showers, food preparation and eating.

What activities will be offered?  We will put together a detailed programme of activities.  These will include adventure activities on the Moor and activities based at or near the campsite.  The site consists of 5-6 acres of woodland, meadows and scrub and has a swimming pool, sports area and a slide wire, all of which we can use for activities.
Who can attend?  We will accept bookings for any boy or girl in the Company (including Junior Section) currently in Year 6 and above.  We will also be inviting members of two or three other companies to join us, partly to gain more staff, but also to help spread the costs and to give them the opportunity to go to camp.

How much will it cost?  About £150 per person, all inclusive.  We will aim to keep within £10 of this target price, but we cannot firm up the exact price until we know the numbers attending.

Why attend?  Firstly, it will be great fun!  Camp is also an intrinsic part of our programme and should not be viewed just as an optional extra.  It provides an opportunity for members to get to know each other and the staff better and to build a sense of comradeship and belonging.  It is interesting to note that the members that have left in the past few years have in most cases, not attended summer camps.  Most of the camp activities will also earn points towards the Company Section Recreation Badge or the Seniors’ Challenge Plus programme.
